Bible opened at Matthew 25:31-40
God’s Story 3 page 88 
 - any work done on the topic
Leader:  By making the Sign of the Cross Christians are witnessing to their belief that God loved us so much he sent his Son who died on the cross to show his love for all people. So let us pray: In the name of the Father…

Reader:  We have been reflecting on the importance of justice in our lives and in the world and thinking about how we can work together to build a more fair and just world.
Children may share some work completed in ‘Explore’………
Pray the ‘Your kingdom come’ prayer (words on ppt for everyone to join in with the words in bold).
Our Father, who art in heaven,

hallowed be thy name.

Lead us to worship only you, Lord, and not money,

to put people before profit

and ‘being’ before having’.

Thy kingdom come.

Thy will be done on earth, as it is in heaven.

Give us this day our daily bread.

Inspire us to work together to change the world

so that everyone has enough

and all can live life to the full..

Forgive us our trespasses,

as we forgive those who trespass against us,

and lead us not into temptation,

but deliver us from evil.

Create in us the desire

to live in harmony with creation

so all people may flourish

and your kingdom come.

Amen.

We are going to listen now to a parable about how God will judge everybody at the end of time. Jesus tells us that whenever we look after one another, we have looked after him. He tells us we should have an attitude of care for our sisters and brothers all the time. This parable is about living justly for the good of everyone.

(Read Matthew 25:31-40, God’s story 3 page 88, as you show the children the PowerPoint of the parable of the sheep and goats  - cafod.org.uk/comeandsee). 

Reader: The response to the litany is: ‘We join with them in hope’

Reader: In the light of all that we have learned in this topic let us reflect for a moment in silence and ask, ‘What can I do to act justly and fairly at school and at home? How do I need to change in order to make the world a better place?’ 

Final Prayer: We give praise to God as we say together: 
Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit. As it was in the beginning, is now, and ever shall be, world without end. Amen.
